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How much is a hockey team
worth? Is it worth $58 (all

currency U.S.) a household in a
county that may cut bus service?

How much is nostalgia worth in
a county that just voted to cut 128
jobs?

Questions about priorities are
always worth asking before the
public agrees to build new facil-
ities for team owners. The ques-
tions seemed particularly vital as
Nassau County held a bond refer-
endum Monday that seemed jig-
gered to produce a new arena for
the Islanders.

Hard-core fans with long mem-
ories and hard-hat construction
workers with short hopes for
work may have found their way
to vote Monday. Polls suggest a
broader swath of the population
does not want to subsidize a new
arena but may not have made it
to the booths for a craftily timed
Monday vote on the first day of
steamy August.

If echoes could vote, the bond
issue would be a shoo-in. The
Islanders won four Stanley Cups

from spring of 1980 to spring of
1983 and were just about the best
team I ever covered.

My guess is that if Mike Bossy,
Bryan Trottier and Clark Gillies
could score goals at the pace of
their mid-20s, the harried taxpay-
ers of Nassau County might have
rushed to the polls to approve
$58 a year, however spurious that
figure may be. But the Islanders’
day was nearly three decades ago.

Since then, they have had a
series of inept and underfinanced
owners, leading to the current
owner, Charles Wang, a builder
who has not yet shown any tal-
ent for running a sports fran-
chise.

Yet Nassau County’s current ad-
ministration is supporting a bond
plan to build a $350-million are-
na as well as a $50-million minor-
league ballpark.

In a better time, the Islanders
gave a semblance of identity to
this part of Long Island, best
known for Charles A. Lindbergh’s
takeoff for Paris on a damp
morning in May of 1927. When
the Islanders won four successive
Cups, celebrations were held in
parking lots and mundane
Hempstead Turnpike, but no-
body honks for them any more.

Life is less hopeful now since
the days of Smitty and Potvin.
People work two jobs, sit in traf-
fic, suffer the Long Island Rail-
road, and brood about taxes and
budget cuts in their school dis-
tricts. Skilled workers who fix
things at our house muse about
moving out of state, and good
luck to that. Overpriced homes
sit on the market; young people
rent or settle for less; Nassau
County’s finances are under the
review of a state oversight board.
Does this sound like a municipal-
ity that should be skittering
deeper onto the thin ice of hock-
ey finances?

The Islanders moulder, like a
suburban house whose owners
cannot afford the upkeep. Wang
tried to link the residual affection
for a vanished team with a gran-

diose $3.8-billion Lighthouse pro-
ject for an arena and urban
centre with housing and trans-
portation. Now he just wants
Nassau to pass a bond to build a
new arena, and he promises to
pay the cost overruns. Wise
heads are telling him to post a
performance bond.

Usually, I am on the side of
public projects. I’m all for high-
speed railroads and repairing the
infrastructure, but not so sure
about an arena for a hockey
team.

This proposal reminds me of
how New York City lobbied to
hold the 2012 Summer Olympics
based on building an all-purpose
stadium on the West Side of Man-
hattan. The Olympic powers
rejected it, rightfully so. All the
evidence tells me that big-box
arenas and stadiums are often a
mom-and-pop proposition for
jobs and create dead spaces, just
like Nassau Coliseum.

The County administration
insists the average household
will pay only $58 for the bonds
that will allow Wang to take a 30-
year lease. Their figures and logic
seem suspect, based on an aver-
age attendance of 14,650. Last
season’s attendance was 11,059,

the worst in the NHL.
There are alternatives. The

voters could turn down the bond,
and Wang could move the fran-
chise. Or he could sell it to poten-
tial owners in Hamilton or
Saskatoon or Quebec. (The high-
light of last season was a visit by
more than 1,000 Nordiques fans
who took their enthusiasm
across the border.) Or the league
could find a buyer who could
induce confidence for a new era
on Long Island.

Plus, there is already plenty of
hockey in the New York area,
with the price-gouging Rangers
in Midtown Manhattan and the
Devils in downtown Newark,
both accessible by train from
Long Island – which the Islanders
are not.

The paradox is that the preoc-
cupation with the U.S. federal
budget crisis and the usual sum-
mer lassitude could have kept
most Nassau County residents
from voting. Yet many residents
wonder if this bond is practical
for a team that has surely seen
better days – and a county ad-
ministration and team ownership
that never have.

Peter DeBoer figures his wife,
Susan, drew the really tough as-
signment when he was appoint-
ed the coach of the New Jersey
Devils on July 19. They have three
children, and he said she was in
“full sprint mode” to find a new
house and get the family settled
before school started in Septem-
ber.

DeBoer, 43, compiled a sub-.500
record in three seasons as the
coach of the Florida Panthers,
and Lou Lamoriello, the Devils’
general manager, does not have
much patience for coaches who
do not win. He fired John
MacLean in December, 33 games
into his first season.

Since Pat Burns stepped down
in July of 2005 because he had
cancer, Lamoriello has changed
coaches nine times. He had the
job himself twice in the past six
years, and Jacques Lemaire filled
it two times before he
announced his retirement after
last season.

DeBoer was not widely men-
tioned as a potential candidate
when Lemaire retired. He is tak-
ing over a team that did not
make the playoffs last season for
the first time in 15 years.

But he is in no hurry to put his
stamp on the franchise, he said.
He wants to fit in.

“For me, it’s not about coming
in and rewriting the book,” he
said in a telephone interview.

“It’s about picking up where the
team left off in the second half of
the year and keeping those
things going for a full year. We
want to be a team that’s tough to
play against.”

After Lamoriello introduced
DeBoer at a news conference, he
said he was impressed with
DeBoer’s lengthy coaching résu-
mé – even the three years he
coached in Florida.

“Technically, he’s learned a lot,”
Lamoriello said. “On top of what
he brings, what he has to offer,
his abilities and experiences, he’s
become a much better commun-
icator.”

Almost from the moment he
was hired, DeBoer found himself
answering questions about how

he would motivate Ilya Koval-
chuk, the $100-million (U.S.) left
winger who scored 31 goals last
season, 10 fewer than his career
average.

When he is scoring, Kovalchuk
makes the defence-first Devils
much harder to play against.
DeBoer said he had been asked if
he thought he got the job
because it was believed he could
find a way to make Kovalchuk
happy and productive.

“I’m not concerned about Ilya,”
DeBoer said. “He’s a good person,
he’s a hard worker and he’s an
honest player. Those guys usually
buy into what a coach is selling. I
think he thinks he’s got some-
thing to prove.”

Kovalchuk, Lamoriello said, “is

a great human being and a trem-
endous natural athlete, and he
was not difficult for anybody to
work with, in any way whatsoev-
er.”

DeBoer also said Lamoriello
looked at more than his 103-107-
36 coaching record with the Pan-
thers, who had three ownership
structures and three general
managers during DeBoer’s ten-
ure. Lamoriello said he evaluated
DeBoer more by his 16-year
career as a head coach, which in-
cluded 13 years with three junior
teams in the Ontario Hockey
League. His teams in Kitchener,
Ont., won nearly 70 per cent of
their games in seven seasons.

DeBoer isn’t pushing change, just hard work
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The relationship between the
San Jose Sharks and newly
acquired Brent Burns is off to
such a good start that the all-
star defenceman signed a five-
year, $28.8-million (U.S.) con-
tract extension Monday before
even suiting up for the Sharks.

“To have a chance to talk
about signing the extension, it
was a no-brainer for us,” Burns
said. “We have a little bit of
security for our family and I can
just concentrate on playing
hockey and training and get
ready for the year.”

The Sharks made the move to
acquire Burns from the Minne-
sota Wild during the draft in
June, trading a package head-
lined by talented forward Devin
Setoguchi for the big, puck-mov-
ing defenceman that San Jose
had been seeking.

With Burns having just one
year remaining on his contract
at the time of the deal, the
Sharks were taking a risk giving
up Setoguchi, 2010 first-round
pick Charlie Coyle and their 2011
first-round pick for what could
have been a one-year rental.

“It certainly would have been
viewed in our minds differently
if it was only a one-year deal,”
general manager Doug Wilson
said. “That’s the risk you have
to take in this business. You
have to go with what you think
makes your hockey team better
both now and in the future.
This type of player doesn’t come
around that often and there was
certainly a risk involved.”

But Burns hit it off with some
of his new teammates, the orga-
nization and the Bay Area when
he visited San Jose shortly after
the deal and was willing to pass
up the chance at free agency
after the season by signing the
extension with the Sharks.

San Jose now has the 26-year-
old Burns under contract
through the 2016-17 season, giv-
ing both the team and Burns
peace of mind.

“I like to take that part out of
the business and just worry
about playing hockey and doing
what I love to do,” Burns said.
“That’s a big part of it. I don’t

have to worry about that any
more for the next six years. I
can just concentrate on winning
and being on a great team and
being a good teammate. That’s
important for me.”

Burns had 17 goals last season,
third among NHL blueliners. He
also had 29 assists, giving the
Sharks another proven puck-
moving defenceman to go along
with veteran all-star Dan Boyle.

San Jose’s lack of depth on the
blueline was evident in the
Western Conference playoff loss
to the Vancouver Canucks last
spring, providing an impetus for
this move.

Burns has played 453 career
games since joining the Wild as
an 18-year-old first-round pick.
He has 55 goals and 128 assists
in his career, but has not played
in the postseason the past three
years.

Now he joins a team that has
been one of the best in the
league the past few seasons,
making it to the West final the
past two seasons.

“There are a lot of great
players on the team,” Burns
said. “Hopefully I can come in
and mesh well with all the guys.
From the guys I’ve talked to, I
think it will be a really easy
transition and hopefully I can
help take them to the next lev-
el.”

The Sharks have been busy
this off-season in hopes of mak-
ing it over the conference final
hump. Besides trading for Burns,
San Jose dealt Dany Heatley to
Minnesota for Martin Havlat,
signed forwards Michal Handzus
and Andrew Murray, signed de-
fenceman Jim Vandermeer, and
lost defencemen Ian White,
Niclas Wallin and Kent Huskins,
and forwards Ben Eager and
Scott Nichol to free agency. For-
ward Kyle Wellwood is still an
unrestricted free agent.

“Getting to the final four the
past two years is a very good
accomplishment,” Wilson said.
“But we’re always striving to get
better. You’ll always have
changes, that’s the nature of
this game. You’re always looking
to add players like this.”
